1. Why we collect and use your personal data

The National Society is collecting your personal data to provide the Archbishops’ Young Leaders Award
(AYLA) (formerly known as Archbishop of York’s Young Leaders Award) to schools across England and
Wales. To facilitate the AYLA programme and delivery we must collect certain personal information,
which means information that could identify teachers and pupils.

We will only collect information that is adequate, relevant, and necessary for the provision of the AYLA,
including enabling schools to deliver the AYLA, sharing our resources, supporting schools through the
AYLA, advocating on behalf of young people, and marketing to promote the activities of the AYLA.
Without this information, the National Society would be unable to offer the AYLA programme to
schools.

We
expect these images and videos are
provided to us with the consent of the
persons within the photos, including the
child and their parent or guardian, and
in line with the school’s photography
and filming policy.

AYLA will also seek consent directly from
data subjects to use these images or
videos for marketing purposes to
promote the AYLA.

The data we are processing allows us to facilitate the delivery
and support of the AYLA product to customers (schools) who
wish to participate in the Archbishops’ Young Leaders Award
(AYLA).

If the processing couldn’t go ahead, the AYLA product could not
be delivered to customers.

The processing is necessary to achieve the
defined benefit.

While this data is necessary, we have safeguards in place,
including erasure of sensitive information when it’s no longer
needed, to ensure the rights and freedoms of the data subject
will be protected.

The processing legitimately overrides the
interests of the data subject and any risks to
their rights or freedoms.

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3. Who we share your information with:

We will not share your personal data with any other third parties except where specified here. We will
be sharing your information with:
e ‘Hubspot’ and ‘Work Etc’ - software programs used by the AYLA to administer and manage the
AYLA programme and delivery.
e ‘Schoology’ - software platform used to deliver the AYLA to schools.
e ‘Zoom’, ‘Eventbrite’, and ‘Google Forms’ - used to host forms that potential and existing
customers may complete to obtain free resources or sign up to deliver the AYLA.

4. Your personal data will not be sent to countries outside the UK/EEA.

Your personal data be retained on systems that are held within the UK/EEA that arecompliant with the
current UK/EU GDPR requirements.

5. How long do we keep your information?

We will keep your data for 3 years after AYLA completion date to ensure you can access historical
information (including past certificates or results) should you require it.

6. Yourrights
You have the following rights regarding your personal data:
e Theright to be informed about any data we hold about you;
e Theright to request a copy of your personal data which we hold about you;
e Theright to withdraw your consent at any time (if applicable);
e Theright to request that we correct any personal data if it is found to be inaccurate or out of
date;
e Theright to request your personal data is erased where it is no longer necessary for us to retain
such data;
e The right, where there is a dispute in relation to the accuracy or processing of your personal
data, to request a restriction is placed on further processing;
e Theright to object to the processing of your personal data (if applicable).
